VOLUNTEERS NEEDED FOR VARIOUS POSITIONS
Dear MTAA Members:

I would like to take this time to quickly introduce myself to any of you that I have not gotten to meet during my last year as Vice President of MTAA.  My name is Kevin Button and I am a “lifer” in Muhlenberg Township, and played baseball through MTAA in the early 80’s.  I have been Vice President of MTAA for this past year and my term will continue through the end of 2009.  I have two (2) daughters involved in MTAA sports, I have coached T-ball this past spring and my wife Wendy was the co-commissioner of the girl’s field hockey during the fall program.  We both volunteer our time to MTAA and enjoy everything that we get out of it…this is the reason that I am looking to you to volunteer your time for this organization as well.

As Vice President of MTAA one of my main duties is to organize any and all committees that are needed.  This year we are looking to make some organizational changes on how we handle a number of things, in hopes of making them run more smoothly for everyone involved.  This will also spread the work around so that it is not squarely on the shoulders of a select few people.  I have outlined below some of the most important committees that we are looking to get started immediately.  Time is of the essence because Opening Day 2009 will be here before you know it.  Please take a few minutes to look over this information and contact me about becoming a volunteer for this organization.  

CONCESSION COMMITTEE:

Individuals are needed to help to oversee and run the concession stand at the MTAA field as well as at the football fields during practices and games and any other sports allowed to have concessions where they play.  Duties would be spread out among all the members of this committee for attendance at games and practices to open the concession stand for the day and to close at the end of the day.  Other duties to be given would be individuals to handle inventory, ordering and pick-up of items, daily/weekly special items, clearing of the cash and delivery to a designated Board member on a daily basis, and controlling of the work schedule with parent volunteers from the teams playing that day.  Committee members are not required to stay the entire time the concession stand is open, unless they would like to.  For this to run smoothly, I am estimating approximately 15-20 volunteers would be needed so that the amount of time each person would have to put in would be minimal.  With this number, each member would be responsible for open/close duties just 1 time every 2 weeks.  

50TH ANNIVERSARY/OPENING DAY COMMITTEE:

This year MTAA celebrates our 50th year in operation!  We would like to have this honor present at Opening Day and throughout all the season of sports in 2009.  We need volunteers to help to get information together regarding MTAA over the years.  This can be through personal information if you were a former MTAA player (check with your parents for pictures from when you played) or from Muhlenberg residents you know were involved during those early years.  We hope to have some sort of picture collage available on our MTAA Website (www.mtaasports.com) as well as having on field recognition of individuals at Opening Day Ceremonies.  We will also need volunteers to help to organize the Opening Day Ceremonies both prior to and the day of.

FIELD MAINTENANCE:

We are also looking for any volunteers interested in helping out with field maintenance.  This would involve grass cutting, raking and lining the fields prior to games.  We currently have a few volunteers interested in helping, but again, the more people we can get, the less it falls on the shoulders of just a few.
